GENERAL BEST PRACTICES FOR ASSEMBLY:

Once the piece is fully assembled, then go
back and tighten all screws with provided tool.

e Keep assembly area at least 6 feet from any obstruction such as a fence, garage, house, overhanging branches, laundry line or
electrical wires.

e The chair is not to be used for standing purposes and will not function as a stool or step-ladder.
Use on even surfaces only.

MAINTENANCE::

o STAIN RESISTANT CUSHIONS CARE —— KEEP THE CUSHIONS IN STORAGE ON RAINY DAYS.

e SPILLS: Immediately wipe up the spill using a white damp cloth. Repeat process if necessary until stain is gone.
Allow cushions to air dry.

e FABRIC CARE: Hand wash cold, non-chlorine bleach when needed, lay flat to dry. Cool iron if necessary. Do not
dry clean.

e ALL WEATHER WICKER PRODUCT CARE

Before using, clean the product completely with a soft dry towel. When not in use, wipe free of any dirt or loose
objects, wash with a mild solution of soap and water, rinse thoroughly and dry completely. Do not use strong
detergent or abrasive cleaners. Screws can loosen over a period of usage, please check the screws occasionally
and re-tighten if necessary.

STEP 1

Assemble chair base (A) to seat panel (B) with 4 screws (1),
8 washers (H), 4 spring wathers (L) and 4 nuts (M) by using
open end wrench (N). Fully tighten 4 screws (I).

STEP 2

Assemble right side panel (C) to back panel (D) with 2
screws (I) , 2 srews(G) and 4 washers (H) by using allen
wrench (K). Do not fully tighten all screws now.
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STEP 3

Assemble back panel (D) to left side panel (E) with 2 screws
(I) , 2 srews(G) and 4 washers (H) by using allen wrench (K).

Do not fully tighten all screws now.
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Assemble seat panel (B) to right side
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STEP 4

panel (C), back panel

(D) and left side panel (E) with 6 screws (l) , 6 srews (G) and

12 washers (H) by using allen wrench
Do not fully tighten all screws now.
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STEP 5

Secure top panel (F) to right side panel (C), left side panel
(E) and back panel (D) with 4 connection locks (J) by hand.
Do not fully tighten all screws now.
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STEP 6

Fully tighten all screws, then put the cushions (O P Q) on
the chair, finished!
